e wonder where the Blessed 
 Mother was that morning when 

Mary Magdalene and the others dis-
covered the empty tomb. There is no 
mention in Scripture of her where-
abouts, and she is not singled out as 
one of the specific individuals to whom 
Christ made an appearance. But while 
the Gospel says nothing, Christian 
tradition has long taken it for granted 
that Christ appeared to His mother 
first. For it is logical that she who had 
shared most in His passion should also 
share in His glory. This opinion has 
been held by the Doctors of the 
Church and by the faithful at large 
from the earliest times.

Lesson (I Corinthians 5 : 7 – 8)

Brethren: purge out the old leaven, that 
you may be a new paste, as you are 
unleavened: for Christ our Pasch is sacri-
ficed. Therefore let us feast, not with the 
old leaven, nor with the leaven of malice 
and wickedness, but with the unleavened 
bread of sincerity and truth. 

Fratres: Expurgáte vetus 
ferméntum ut sitis nova 
conspérsio, sicut estis ázymi. 
Etenim Pascha nostrum im-
molátus est Christus. Itaque 
epulémur: non in ferménto 
véteri, neque in ferménto 
malítiæ et nequítiæ: sed in 
ázymis sinceritátis et veritátis.
