They therefore never sighed and 
moaned, as though they were the 
only sufferers; they did not assume 
the attitude of victims, and call it 
resignation; but they took each 
trial as it came, and, without talk-
ing to everyone about it, they 
quietly and joyously united it with 
the sufferings of Christ. O true 
Christians! you will be joyous for 
all eternity, when there will be 
made the manifestation of that 
eternal glory in Christ Jesus, 
which He will pass on to you, that 
you may share it with Him forever!

It is truly meet and just, right and for our 
salvation, that we should at all times and 
in all places give thanks to Thee, holy 
Lord, Father almighty, eternal God: Who, 
together with Thine only-begotten Son 
and the Holy Ghost, art one God, one 
Lord: not in the Oneness of a single 
Person, but in the Trinity of one Substance.
